Type of Position

that is paid an annual salary commensurate with experience and degree(s) held. In addition, benefits are
offered.

requirements for certification within a specified time period.

e Commits to staying up on current research in the field of study being taught.

e Demonstrates a reasonable level of computer literacy and is willing to integrate technology into
the classroom.

e Promotes a positive attitude about the School and its employees and students.

e Agrees to abide by School policies and procedures.

e Commits to excellence, efficiency, customer service and the School’s shared values.

e Ability to lift and carry or otherwise move up to 25 pounds.

administration.

e Is familiar with the process of, refines and revises curriculum mapping.

e |s willing to research potential new class offerings as science class offerings may change
depending on course availability.

e Assesses the learning needs of all students on a regular basis and uses differentiated teaching
methods to reach all types of student learners.

e Challenges high-performing students to achieve greater academic success, while providing
remedial instruction to struggling students.

e Plans broadly through the use of semester lesson plans and objectives, and more currently
through the use of FACTS Student Information System.

e Uses homework effectively for drill, review, enrichment or project work.

e Regularly assesses the learning of students.
